Leadership Development Events

Students will receive meal money for district, area and state contests. Students will not receive any meal money for Invitational Contests. All contest teams are subject to change based on student interest and participation. 
Chapter Conducting - Teams conduct a mock chapter meeting to demonstrate knowledge of basic parliamentary law and the use of correct parliamentary procedures.  At the conclusion of the meeting, team members are asked questions regarding parliamentary law.
Prepared Public Speaking  - Speaking Development Events are designed to develop the ability of all FFA members to express themselves on a given subject. Students are encouraged to develop their communication skills and learn to formulate their remarks for presentation in a variety of situations.
FFA Quiz - An exam testing team members’ understanding of the FFA, agricultural education, current agricultural events and parliamentary procedure is given.

Creed Speaking - A member presents the FFA Creed from memory and answers questions about its meaning and purpose. This event is just one way to boost self-confidence, earn recognition, and develop powerful, organized and professional communication skills.
FFA Skills - Students perform an actual demonstration of an agricultural skill including anything in the Agricultural Science and Technology curriculum using effective public speaking and communication methods.
Broadcasting  - Members presents an informative radio program covering one or more agricultural subjects that is current in nature and local in content.  The contest assumes that the chapter has a regularly scheduled non-commercial radio program once each month over a local station.
Ag Issues - Students research and analyze a current agricultural issue, create a portfolio and also develop and deliver a presentation that stresses both pros and cons of their selected agricultural issue. At the event competition, members use verbal skills and presentation abilities to defend their findings and answer judges’ questions.
Job Interview  - Each member submits their resume, completes a job application for an agricultural position on site and participates in an interview via telephone, in person one-on-one and with a panel of possible employers.
Agricultural Advocacy - This contest will be designed to inform the general public and consumers about the importance and value of the agriculture industry and how agriculture impacts human lives. Agricultural Advocacy teams will be made up of 3-5 members from the same chapter.
Career Developments Events (Judging Contests)

Students will receive meal money for district, area and state contests. Students will not receive any meal money for Invitational Contests. All contest teams are subject to change based on student interest and participation.
Agricultural Technology and Mechanical Systems - During the event, members complete a written exam and demonstrate problem-solving and hands-on performance skills. The event takes a “systems” approach and emphasizes machinery and equipment systems, related industry and marketing systems, energy systems, structural systems and environmental/natural resource systems.
Ag Sales – Students demonstrate the professional sales process including customer relations, advertising and promotion, telephone skills and product display.  Members also complete an exam, present a project summary and make a sales presentation for an agricultural product. They complete one of four practical problems and cooperatively solve a market analysis problem.
Dairy Cattle - During this event, team members complete a written exam, evaluate dairy cattle on physical characteristics and analyze cows based on pedigree and herd record.  Teams consist of three or four members and the top three scores are compiled for team results.
Entomology  - Students apply the fundamentals of entomology and develop skills in identifying common insects and their significance to people and agriculture.

Horse  - This CDE allows members to observe and evaluate in order to rank horses based on breed characteristics and conformation. Performance classes are evaluated within various equestrian styles.  American Quarter Horse standards are used in performance classes.

Land - Members of land evaluation team’s judge sites based on characteristics of the soil and observations of landscape conditions, then recommend land treatments considering factors such as soil characteristics, vegetative conditions and planned use for the site.

Livestock  - Beef cattle, sheep and swine are evaluated for market values and desirable physical traits. Team members also rank livestock for breeding purposes, using observed physical characteristics and performance data.

Poultry  - Students apply classroom knowledge to evaluate production, processing, marketing and consumption of chickens, turkeys, processed products and eggs. Participants complete a written exam, solve a management problem, evaluate animals and products, as well as identify various poultry products. 

Milk Quality  - As a result of event outcomes, members develop a greater understanding of quality production, processing, distribution, promotion, marketing and consumption of dairy products. Team members complete a written exam, evaluate milk samples, identify cheeses and distinguish real and artificial dairy foods.

Jr. FFA

Jr. FFA membership is open to students in 3rd through 8th grades who are showing livestock projects, and should have an older sibling enrolled in the Lumberton FFA program or have a parent who works in the school district.  Dues for Jr. Members must be paid to the Lumberton FFA before October 1, 2021.  Dues will be $25.00.  Since they are not enrolled in high school Ag courses, they are not eligible to participate in high school FFA events, but they are eligible to show in all stock shows.



FFA and Agriscience Department 

Code of Conduct

Supervised Agricultural Experience Program

A unique aspect of the Agricultural Science Program is the Supervised Agricultural Experience Program, or SAEP.  It enables students to feed and exhibit livestock projects, develop agricultural crop or horticultural enterprises, Ag mechanics projects, or experience the other aspects of the agricultural industry.  


The SAEP is a powerful tool that teaches responsibility, time management, commitment, teamwork and sound financial practices.

Important Notice 

It is strictly prohibited to administer any type of vaccine, drug, spray, feed additive, or substance internally or externally without first receiving approval of the Agriscience teachers or local veterinary.  All substances used on the animal must be approved for use on the animal or be recommended by the Agriscience teacher or local veterinary.   All students are expected to read and agree to abide by the Animal Welfare Agreement that can be found on the following pages.

Livestock Showing Requirements

Students will not receive meal money for livestock shows. 

Stock Show Eligibility

To be eligible to participate in any livestock show, students must meet the following requirements:

· Be enrolled in an agricultural science class.
· Be a member in good standing with the Lumberton FFA Chapter (dues paid).
· Meet TEA guidelines for academic eligibility.
· Have paid entry fees on time and meet show requirements.
· Have approval of agricultural science teacher.
· Attend at least 90% of the chapter meetings.
Show Entries

The agricultural science teachers will assist in making arrangements for participation in Junior Shows at the Hardin County Youth Project Show, South Texas State Fair, Fort Worth, San Antonio and HLSR.  Entries in all other shows will be the responsibility of the student.

Travel to and from Shows

Students may be responsible for some personal travel to and from livestock shows when it cannot be provided by the agricultural science teacher.  Sometimes this may include transportation of livestock.

Discipline While at Shows

Livestock shows are an extension of the Lumberton ISD Classroom; therefore students will be responsible for their personal conduct.  All school rules are in effect at these shows.

Animal Care at Shows

While at livestock shows, each student will be responsible for all feeding, care and grooming of his/her respective animal(s).

Equipment/Trailer Use

Arrangements must be made for the use of any equipment belonging to the FFA.  Clippers, blowers, and scales must be returned in a diligent manner so that others may be able to use them.  The use of livestock trailers will be limited to the agricultural science teachers.  Any equipment lost, stole, or destroyed while in the possession of a student will be replaced at the expense of the student.

Specific Show Rules

It is the sole responsibility of the exhibitor to be familiar with all rules pertaining to his/her livestock project (this information includes weight limits, entry requirements, age, ect.) This information may be obtained from the agriscience teachers or by visiting the web sites of the shows you are entering. (see website reference page)

Recommendations for Feeding and Care of Animals

The feeding and care of the animals is a very important aspect of the livestock project.  Many authorities believe it as important as purchasing a high quality animal. All authorities believe it is responsible for at least 50% of the success or failure of a project.  Below is a list of several proven practices which if done consistently, will lead to success in the show ring.

Daily Care/Feeding

The daily routine of feeding and care is very important.  All animals respond well to an organized routine.  They should be fed twice daily in most cases.  Your feeding program will be tailored to your particular animals as recommended by your Agriscience teacher or your animal breeder.  Your choice of feeds will be up to you based upon your particular situation.  It is best to discuss with the Agriscience teachers the feeding program that you are going to use.

Halter Breaking or Teaching an Animal to Lead

One of the more important considerations that arise early in the feeding period is teaching the calf, lamb, or goat to lead with a halter or collar.  The animal must be worked daily.  This is no easy task and sometimes can be very time consuming.  Consistency is the key.  Some animals learn more quickly than others do, but normally this can be accomplished in the first several weeks.  The animal must also be trained to stand correctly and calmly.  This is critical, as in some cases the judge may want to handle the animal.  The practice will require several additional hours each week.

Disease Prevention

Your animal’s pen must be kept clean on a daily basis.  They will help reduce fly problems and help in keeping the animal clean.  Regular worming for internal parasites and vaccinations for more serious diseases is recommended.  A close examination of your animal’s feces, appetite, and attitude can help you assess its general health.

Approved Livestock Surgical Practice

Many times it will be necessary to perform surgical procedures on livestock which will improve their general appearance.  Some of these practices may be performed by the Agriscience teachers; however if the parent would rather have the work performed by a veterinarian, it is understandable.  Regardless of who does the procedure, the parent must realize there is always the possibility of complications.  The owner must accept all risks of illness or death of an animal.

Weighing on a Regular Basis

Knowing your animal’s weight and weighing on a regular schedule is very important.  Weight gain or loss is a good indicator of how well the animal is progressing.  An Agriscience teacher will weigh animals twice a month, and weigh large animal species weekly 60 days prior to HCYPS and YMBL check-in dates. It is particularly important near show time, as weight limits and weight classes are sometime critical to placing the animal.  It is also important to know the minimum and maximum weight limits for the species you are showing and the show you are entering.

Grooming Livestock for the Show

During the latter part of the feeding period, much time must be devoted to grooming the animal.  Brushing and combing your animal are important daily routines.  Washing and clipping your animal will also be done on regular intervals to get a good view of how the animal is growing and progressing.  In most cases, all animals will be clipped prior to the show to meet maximum hair requirements of the show that you are entering.

Major Stock Shows Attended by the Lumberton FFA
The Lumberton FFA attends three school approved major stock shows (3 major and 2 regional). These include the Junior Shows at: Ft. Worth, San Antonio, and Houston (major) and Hardin County Youth Project Show, and the South Texas State Fair (regional).  Any additional shows in which students wish to attend may be done with the owner’s responsibility.  If students meet all eligibility requirements and have an adequate number of extracurricular days, they may attend on their own.  It should be known that the Ag teachers will not be able to attend or provide transportation to any shows other than the ones listed above.
